Use the Out32 peripheral to control eight output cards.
Several DPI cards use the four pins from the FPGA for simple on/off control.  The quad relay card
is a good example.  The purpose of this utility card is to use one slot on the FPGA to control up to
eight on/off control cards.
The utility card would appear as an Out32 peripheral and could use the Out32 host driver.
